FIRST READING read responsively Joshua 24: 1-2a, 14-18

In the Near East, covenant means agreement or alliance. It describes relationships
and is the primary word used to characterize the relationship between God and
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Israel. By delivering Israel, God has already begun the relationship. Joshua calls
upon the people to respond.

ONE: LJoshua gathered all the tribes of Israel to Shechem, and summoned
the elders, the heads, the judges, and the officers of Israel; and they
presented themselves before God. >And Joshua said to all the
people, “*"Revere the LORD, and serve him in sincerity and in
faithfulness; put away the gods that your ancestors served beyond
the River and in Egypt, and serve the LORD. *Now if you are
unwilling to serve the LORD, choose this day whom you will serve,
whether the gods your ancestors served in the region beyond the
River or the gods of the Amorites in whose land you are living; but
as for me and my household, we will serve the LORD."

Like a general giving a rousing speech to troops before battle, this letter closes by
calling on Christians to be equipped for spiritual warfare against evil. The full
armor of God includes truth, righteousness, peace, faith, the gift of salvation, and
the word of God inspired by the Spirit.

1%Be strong in the Lord and in the strength of his power. **Put on
the whole armor of God, so that you may be able to stand against
the wiles of the devil. **For our struggle is not against enemies of
blood and flesh, but against the rulers, against the authorities,
against the cosmic powers of this present darkness, against the
spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly places.

BTherefore take up the whole armor of God, so that you may be
able to withstand on that evil day, and having done everything, to
stand firm. **Stand therefore, and fasten the belt of truth around
your waist, and put on the breastplate of righteousness. *>As shoes
for your feet put on whatever will make you ready to proclaim the
gospel of peace. *°With all of these, take the shield of faith, with
which you will be able to quench all the flaming arrows of the evil
one. *'Take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit,
which is the word of God.

The "hard saying" that offends Jesus' disciples is his claim that his followers must
eat his flesh and drink his blood. The followers who return to their old lives know
something about how odd this sounds. Simon Peter, on the other hand, knows
something about the scarcity of living, gracious words. He asks the most
important question: "To whom shall we go?"

KAHU: [Jesus said,] *®*Those who eat my flesh and drink my blood abide

in me, and | in them. >"Just as the living Father sent me, and | live
because of the Father, so whoever eats me will live because of me.
*®This is the bread that came down from heaven, not like that
which your ancestors ate, and they died.
